NB : Live-Styler may be fully used with the chipset or soundcard delivered with your 
PC. 
 
NB : A compatible Creative soundcard is not obligatory, since you can access to 
soundfonts by the way of a VSTi. 
 
 
Nevertheless, at any moment, you will be able to upgrade your configuration with any 
device for new needs or best results. 
You will be astonished by the flexibility of Live-Styler in supporting configurations 
applying to all kinds of users, from the home hobbyist to the professional performer.

Logo  : Live-styler 
 
Stylename :  Name of the loaded style (here: # 8Beat – Live Styler) 
 
A right-click on the stylename  open this windows : 
 

 
A left-click on 'Ja' (= 'Yes') makes a copy of the stylefile (here: # 8Beat – Live Styler) 
on the desktop. 
 
If you don't want a copy, left-click 'Nein' (= 'No)  or close the message window. 
 
Styles files from the desktop can directly loaded with a drag-and-drop to the header.   
 

 
 
 

 
The blue Led  lights up on each MIDI event received from the PC virtual keyboard or 
the external MIDI device keyboard. 
This blue LED is very useful to check the correct installation of Live-Styler. 
If it does not light up when pressing a key on the external MIDI keyboard you may 
have to  check your hardware connection (cable ...), your Window  installation of the 
device (driver ...), your settings on the Live-Styler  MIDI I/O page (MIDI IN ports and 
channels ...). 
MIDI-YOKE, freeware downloadable from the Live-Styler site, can be helpful to check 
the MIDI connection (ports and channels). 
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This is the hexadecimal value of the MIDI event  received from the PC virtual 
keyboard or the external MIDI device keyboard. 
To have this value displayed, check option (A) a) 10 – Show MIDI event' . 
 
The first left figure  '9'  is related to the MIDI event 'Note ON'. 
The second is the number of the emitting channel  1 to 16 (0 to F hexa) 
 
The 2 middle  figures give the note number  1 to 128 (00 to 7F hexa). Useful 
information in setting up various MIDI devices (61 keyboards, basspedals, ...). Middle 
C is note number 60 (3C hexa). 
The note displayed is the last played. For a chord, it is the highest note 
 
 
The 2 right figures are the velocity  value (how much force the note is played) 
numbered 0 to 127 (00 to 7F hexa). 
This information is very useful for devices with adjustable velocity.  
Many MIDI devices that don't implement velocity features, will transmit a preset 
velocity of 64 (40 hexa).   
 
Example : 90 30 00 = Message 'Note On' (9) on channel 1 (0) - from note number 48  
( 30 hexa ) - 00 the key is released.  
Example : 90 43 45 = Message 'Note' On (9)  on channel 1 (0) from note number  67 
(43 hexa), velocity value 45 (69 decimal), the force the note is played. 
 
NB : For notes played in accompaniment area, velocity can generate an automatic 
Fill. (see option (D) a) 1 -Velocity). Thus this velocity information may prove very 
useful to adjust the 'Velocity Value'. 
 
According to your MIDI device and connection, events different from 'Note ON' may 
be displayed, beginning by 'D' (Channel pressure) related to the pressure on a key, 
by 'B' (Control Change) related to the action on an adjustable button, ... 
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This table let you have direct relation between hexadecimal value , MIDI number, 
Live-Styler Note name (used by the splits, for example)  
 

 
IPN Note name = Note name used by International Pitch Notation. 
LS Note name = Live-Styler permits notation from MIDI number 0 (C0) to 127 (G10). 
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This button opens the following window : 
 

 
 
The frame below the version number display some credits and thanks as in a movie. 
 
'Send an error report' button  open a specific mailing  windows. 
Better use the Forum to submit an error so that all the users benefit from the reply 
and solution !  
 

 
Click at the button "T"  opens an edit window. 
Here you can set a remark for this file. 
 

 
It will be displayed in the Header below the name of the style. 
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Whith this button, you clear the style name and unload the style. That is absolutely 
necessary when creating 'SoloPresets' to prevent undesired interferences . 
 
 

 
This button minimizes the Live-styler to the taskbar. 
 
 
 

This button exits Live-Styler 
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Dashboard : 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
Bar  : 4/4 
This information comes from the Time-signature zone in the file of the loaded style. 
 
The number of LED varies accordingly. 
Here, 4 for a 4/4 Bar. 
2 for 2/4 Bar, 3 for ¾ Bar, ...  8 for 6/8 Bar. 
During accompaniment the LEDs light up successively at a speed according to 
tempo. 
The green LED lights up at the first beat of the mesure. 
This information can help you to play in rhythm just as well as to check the functions 
Break, Fill ... (see Setup – Accomp – Arranger Functions) , Sync ... 
 
 
Beat Count Indicator  :  
Below the LEDs, the Beat Count Indicator is activated by checking  option '(B) c) 1 -
Show Beat Indicator'.  
This LED ribbon  indicates the length of the presently played part of the style. 
The indicator moves one step at each beat. 
 
Examples :  
Main A consisting of 8 bars of 4 beats – then, the ribbon will contain 32 LED rods. 
Main A consisting of 4 bars of 3 beats – then, the ribbon will contain 12 LED rods. 
 
This indication is very useful, for example, to see the length of an Intro part in a style 
and be ready when it finishes.  
 
On the last line , the Harmony Type  or the Left Hand Hold  function are displayed, 
according to your settings in the Harmony Window and the activation of the 
corresponding buttons ' Harmony' and 'Left Hand Hold'. 
 
Transposer  0 is a reminder of the state of the transposer in Arranger.  
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Break /Fill dial : 

 
In this frame are displayed : 
 
The current CASM part  of the style : Main A, Intro B, FILL C ... 
 
The Accord Recognition mode  : Fingered, Bass Chord ...  
 

 
 
Current Chord dial : 
 
The chords are displayed only when the style is playing. 
The chord recognition  may be different according to the mode (fingered, single 
finger, ...). 
This is information is very useful to check how Live-Styler interprets the chord you 
are playing. 

 
In this illustration of root C chords, red dots are the basic notes, blue dots are the 
auxiliary or recommended notes. 
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The Part guide  information displays 'On' or 'Off' according to your settings in CASM 
'Part Routing' of  'Enhanced/Edit'. 
 

 
These 2 LEDs are displayed by checking option '(D) a) 2 – Simplest Singlefinger 
(only 1 key for 7th and min)'.  
The left green Led is controled by 'action 242 – Maj7 emulation' in 'Key Control'. 
The right red Led is controled by 'action 243 – Min emulation' in 'Key Control'. 
This feature is ONLY for non keyboard players (guitar, sax, flute a.s.o) and the 
alternative use of a chromatic MIDI pedalboard. 
 

 
 

 
Tempo dial : 

 
The Tempo  is controlled by the loaded style. An example may be the slackening of 
the rhythm in an Ending sequence. 
Nevertheless, you can use the tempo slider of the Arranger (value 0 to 220), knowing 
that any corresponding new message from the loaded style will take control of the 
tempo. 
 
The OTS indications are linked to your settings in section OTS (Set up -> Settings 1). 
Yam = OTS from style (YAMAHA). 
LS = Live-Styler OTS 
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Accomp Split dial : 

 
The Accomp Split  information is related to the part of your MIDI keyboard you use 
for accompaniment. Left split / Right Split are adjusted on the MIDI IO page, line 
'Accomp Melody'. 
 
The Drumset  information is related to the selected drumset in 'Enhanced Edit -> 
Change Drumset'. 
 
 
Live Styler Dial :  
 

 
 
This last dial of the dashboard displays the numbers of the installed version of Live-
Styler and of the Dll in use , very handy as you do not need to refer to Info (in Set 
up) to check you have the last version or communicate about problems. 
 
The digital watch  tells you if it is time to make a break, to go to bed ... ! 
Don't forget :  Live-Style is an Extremely Addictive Software ! 

 
The left green LED  is lighted by checking option '(A) c) 2 – Keycontrol for PC 
keyboard'  
The right red LED  is lighted by checking option '(A) c) 7 – Extended Keycontrol.  
 
When 1 LED is lighted, key 'K' of the PC keyboard acts as a toggle switch between 
the 2 LEDs. 
 
When the 2 LEDs are turned off, it means the 2 options are unchecked and you do 
not use Keycontrol. 
 
For more details, see chapter 'Key Control' of Settings 1 (A). 
 
 
It is possible to separate the Dashboard from the Frontal and move it to any place    
on the screen by checking option '(B) c) 3 – Information Window standalone'.  
To remain in the last position when using the Buttons 'Load Instruments', 'Load 
Styles', 'Load MidiFiles', 'Load MP3Files', 'Load Songbook'... option '(B) b) 7 – 
Docking extern windows' must be unchecked.

Live-Styler Setup 
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 With these two buttons you will configure your Live-Style installation and select 
the many available options to use and fully enjoy Live-Styler. 
 
 Important : Many settings, mostly concerning MIDI functions, lead to a close 
and restart of Live-Styler to be taken in account and to be operational. 
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Open files : 
 
To use the arranger, you need to load a  file. 
 
NB: A Style can also be loaded  with a drag-and-drop to Live-Styler header from 
desktop and Explorer window. 
 
General opening :  
 

 
This button opens the following window  where you can select any available type of 
file : 
 

 
The first line permits a direct selection of a Style file in the Explorer Window of the 
default or last used 'Styles' folder. 
 
The three next lines give access to the files you first arrange with 'InstEdit' in the 
different Databases (Styles, Midi, Mp3). 
 
The six other lines load files in an Explorer Window corresponding to the default or 
last used folder according to the type of file. 
(The path of default folders are set in 'Folder (H) thumb of 'Setup')  
 
NB : The accessibility of line 'Sample' is linked to the installation of a soundcard 
'Creative SB Live!/ Audigy' or a Creative compatible Soundfount Device. 
 
'Undo' or 'Back', let you close this window, for instance, if you don't want to load a file 
right now or you press the Load button by error. 
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Fast Load buttons : Open InstEdit files  
 

 
These buttons give an extraordinary fast access to the files you have organised with 
'InstEdit '.  
 
The button without text is named 'Load Sampled' and can be activated if you use a 
sound card 'Creative SB Live!/ Aubigny' or equivalent. 
 
NB: At the beginning, you can use Live-Styler  without InstEdit  files. InstEdit may 
seem a little complicated at first sight. Its first function is to arrange your files in order 
to have an extremely fast access. It is advisable to master the basic functions of the 
software and have a little hindsight to know how to arrange your files (sort, selection 
...) according to your needs and tastes. In this way, you will enjoy more easily the 
exceptional performance of this feature. 
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Songbooks : 
Open – Create – Save 

 
 
A songbook is a folder containing Live-Styler 'Presets'  files  (.pre) . 
The 'Presets' files let you have your favorite songs ready to play according to your 
wishes. 
 
For instance, you load the style 'Blue Bayou.sty'. 
After a few trials, you think that an accordion in R1, a trumpet in R2, ... is your best 
choice to interpret the melody. 
So, with the button 'Save Songbook' , you will create  a Preset file in the Explorer 
window, giving the name 'Blue Bayou”. 
This file 'Blue Bayou.pre' memorises all  Live-Styler current parameters (style name, 
instruments, transposer, splits, ...).Next time you want to play this song in the same 
conditions, you simply open 'Blue Bayou.pre' either with the 'Load ...' button and Line 
Songbook (*.pre) or with the 'Songbook' button if you have created a corresponding 
button with 'InstEdit'. 
 
Of course, you can create as many Presets as you want, and dispose of several 
versions for a same song. For example, a 'Blue Bayou – accordion.pre', a 'Blue 
Bayou – choir.pre',  ...  
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Here is an example of using 'InstEdit' to access your favorite songs sorted by genre. 
 
 
A click on 'Blues'  will give you access to all your registered blues Presets. 
 
Presets.my  is the file containing the names of the buttons. 
 
Presets.ns  is the file containing the names of the Presets files. 
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In the new version, you have direct access to the Databases. 
 

 
 
Load Midi from Database, 
Load MP3 from Database, 
Load Style from Database,  
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Solo Presets 

 
 
 
Press this button to see the Solo Presets extern window. 
 
A 'Solo Preset' stores a Live-styler configuration you want to save and have later an 
easy reload (mostly an instrument or a set of instruments, but not only !) 
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With button      you can change the display from  horizontal to vertical mode and 
vice versa. 

 
 
 
NB : Don't mix up 'Solo Presets' (.pst  files – instrumental configuration) and 'Presets' 
(.pre  files – Songbook) 
 
The green LED is highlighted when option (A) a) 9 – Program change Solo-Preset. 
Then moves between buttons can be made with 'KeyControl'. 
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Solo Presets organisation : 
 

 

 
 
It is a three levels organisation : 
 
1 – 26 buttons to create first level groups 'Solo Presets' files  (ex : Solo Presets 
Standard ...) 
2 – 8 buttons to create second level groups (ex : Jazz ...) 
3 – 16 buttons with the elementary configurations.'Solo Presets' records  in the files. 
 
To sum up, you have at your disposal : 26 * 8 * 16 = 3328 available Solo Presets  
buttons you can access  with 1 to max 3 clicks. 
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Which other keyboard offers you this advantage ? 
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'Solo Presets' files 
 

'Load Presetfile' button gives access to the 26 group buttons. 
Each button is related to a 'Solo Presets' file. 
 
'New Preset'  file button is used to create a new 'Solo Presets' file. It opens an 
Explorer window to enter the name of the new file (ex : Baroc) 
This new file is empty, it will contain your later programmed 'Solo Presets' records. 
So, be careful not to enter the name of an already exis ting file , it will be cleared. 
 
After that, right-click a free button and fill in the information window : 
Button text = name of the button, which can be different of the file name (ex:Baroque)       

Open the explorer window   to select your new file 

Save  if you agree or Close  to ignore the settings. 
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Selecting your new button, the name of the 'Solo Presets' file will appear in the 'Solo 
Presets'  window's title (ex: Baroc.pst). 
Preselection : 
 

 
Normal mode  : left click a button for selection – right click for modification 

 
Modification mode  :  Either left or right click let you modify any button. 
Very useful for touch-screen users. 
NB: After changing a button, Preselection returns to normal mode. 
 
NB : Normal and modification modes are valid for any button of the Solo Presets 
module. 
 
The 8 'Preselection' buttons are related to the loaded Presetfile (you can check the 
name in the title of the window). 
Each of these button will give access to 16  programmable  'Solo Presets' records'. 
So, even if it is not imposed, it is important you give them a name and choose it 
especially convenient. 
 

  
To enter or change the button text, click the button according the current mode (left-
click in normal mode). 
 

Save  if you agree or Close  to exit with no save. 
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Solo Presets' records 
Arranging these buttons, take in account the possibility in 'KeyControl ' (actions 168-
SoloPreset+1 & 169--SoloPreset-1) to select the next or preceding button with one 
key of the PC or MIDI keyboard. 
Nevertheless, be careful to the fact that this move will start when all keys are 
released. (That is a rule for most MIDI controls !). 
 

 
 
 
 
To program or modify a button, click the button according the current mode (right-
click in normal mode). 
 
Button text  = name of the button 
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Drumset = Checking this option let you create a 'Solo Preset' with the current 
drumset in 'Enhanced Edit' 
 

 
If you play jazz, maybe you already have programmed buttons for a selection of 
instruments (muted trumpet, vibes, tenor sax ...), why not add two drumset buttons 
'Jazz' and 'Brush'.  
 
 
Files in 'Solo Presets'  : 

 

According to the radio button you select, a click on  will open a corresponding  
Explorer window to let you choose the file you want be played by the 'Solo Preset' 
button. 
 
For instance, feel free to create an 'Applause' button loading a clap.wav file. 
So you you'll be in a position to punctuate your performance with so many approving   
demonstrations in accordance with your talent ! 
 

Be careful, when programming some  'Solo Preset' , use the button   in the 
Header  to delete the loaded style in Live-Styler and avoid undesired interference with 
the .sty you want to program in 'Solo Preset'. Remind that to save your personal 
Styles the best way is the Songbook method. 
 
Radio button 'SD2' : very useful if you possess a KETRON SD2. 
 
Radio button 'B4' :  to use with the emulated Hammon organ from Native 
Instruments. 
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Radio button 'Yamaha Setup' :  to  save a Yamaha setup into a Solo Preset. 
Yamaha Window has two new buttons: Save and Load 
Make your settings (Reverb, instrument and Lid file...........) 
Save this setting as for example "R1.Yam" 
Now you can load allways this setup. 
In Solopreset is a new RadioButton: Yamaha Setup 
Click onto this RadioButton. 
Click onto the Open Button and Load for example "R1.Yam" 
Click onto the Save button 
Now is your Yamaha Settion for R1 saved in SoloPreset 
 
Radio button 'Load Programfile' :   
Solopreset can start any .exe program  
Check the Radiobutton Load Program File 
Press the Button Open and load a program 
Change the button descripton. That's all. 
 
Solopreset can open any file related to this .exe. 
You can make a parameter for this exe file. 
For example: c:\Microsoft\Word.exe /test.doc 
The parameter MUST have the delimiter "/" 
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Row from Ext.KeyControl : 
 

 
This feature is based on the same principle as using Extended Keycontrol from a PC 
keyboard  key, here you will use from a 'Solo Presets' button.     
     
Extended KeyControl Row Nr. 8 has a lot of sysexes 
(F0 43 10 4C 00 00 7E 00 F7;F0 43 10 4C 00 00 7E 00 F7;F0 43 10 4C 00 00 7E 00 
F7). 
 
Press the button: 'Row from Extended .KeyControl : 
Now you see a the edit field and a button. 
 

 
In this edit field put the row number from the sysexec (it is 8) 
Press the button nearby the editfiled. 
When you now press this 'Solo Presets' button, it will send the above sysexes.  
This is very fine, when you will send (for example to a Ketron Keyboard)  
Reverb Sysexes or Chorus sysexes. 
Or Sysexes from your Yamaha Keyboard. or.................... 
 

 
Here you can select the instruments to be saved . 
You can even define the extent of what you want to save. E.g. say, the VST Plugin 
B4 is in R1, R2 and R3, then only instruments can be loaded into R4 to R8. The B4 
adjustments remain the same. The benefit is twofold: 1) shorter loading time and 2) a 
more flexible application possibilities.    
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Use button  Show Preset Detail to open the following window an see all the 
parameters recorded concerning the 'Solo Preset'.  
 
The title of the window is related to the name of the button. 
 
'F' = false – 'T' = true   
 
You can enter parameters directly in this window. 
Example: 'T' in column 'Dyn' will highlight the 'Dynamic' button in the corresponding 
instrumental zone R1...R8. 
 
Of course, the different parameters are related to the selected type of Solo Preset.( 
instruments, Wave, Mp3 ...) 
Example :  Checking 'Only for Drumset' will only use the 2 columns 'Ch.DS' (Change 
DrumSet) filled with 'T' and DSNr filled with the current drumset number. 
 
About VSTi, all the parameters are not usable and operational. This is due to the 
diversity of the plugins and the manner they accept parameters in entry. 
 

'Change'  = to exit and save  your changes - 'Back'  to exit and ignore your changes. 
 
 

  Save : action on this button is compulsory to record your settings. 
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To copy a 'Solo Preset'  : right-click the 'Solo Preset'  you want to be copied – right-
click a free 'Solo Preset' button and left-click  'Save'. 
Next, right-click the new button to rename it and maybe add some adjustments. 
 
Refer to Settings 1(A) of Setup for the options concerning the 'Solo Presets' : 
option '(A) a) 4 – Split points loading from Preset' 
option '(A) a) 9 – Program Change set Solo-Preset' (mostly when used with 
KeyControl ) 
and see also in KeyControl : 'Action 271 – Programchange set Solo-Preset.'  
 
In 'Preset Setting' section: 
option '(A) e) 1 -  Lock Midi Output Channels for R1 ... R8' 
If this checkbox is not checked, then a 'Solo Preset' can change the MIDI In port. 
 

 Clear Preset  : Use this button to delete all definitions in the Solo Preset 
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Start / Pause / Stop  

 
A Style must be loaded. 
Buttons are highlighted while active. 
 
Start/Stop :  

 
For immediate start or stop of the accompaniment. 
 
Synchro Start : 

 
 
On activating this button the style starts when, in the accompaniment zone of the 
keyboard, a key (in Singlefinger mode) or a chord (in other modes)  is played. 
 
NB: The accompaniment zone is adjusted in MIDI IO (splits). 
 
Synchro Stop : 

 
With this button highlighted, the style is stopped when all keys in the accompaniment 
zone are released. 
The style will restart  (at first beat of next bar) by playing a note or a chord in the 
zone. 
NB : In other mode than Singlefinger, only one note does not change the current 
chord. 
NB : After the synchro stop, the style always restarts in Main A. 
 
Style Stop : 
The Style is automatically stopped at the end of an Ending sequence, but you can 
stop it at any moment with a click on Start/Stop button.  
 
  
Full Panic : 

 
Cuts hanging notes! Mostly caused by MIDI cabling; even badly adjusted key 
contacts, such as by MIDI accordions. 
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Hint: Certain application irregularities might not always cut hanging notes. In such a 
case restarting Live-Styler is recommended. 
 
Soft Panic : 
 

 
Cuts hanging notes from R1... R8 instruments. 
The button sends an 'All Notes OFF' MIDI message for the Channels 1...8. 
It does not stop the style (and ASIO module). 
It is helpful for stage players who have only a hanging note. 
Very useful in Live performance ! 
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Volume and Tempo :  

 
Volume :  
 
Controls volume levels are independent of the loaded Style. 
 
Slider 'Vol %' : 
controls all volume levels in play areas R1...R8. 
 
It is not an absolute value but a percentage. 
That method allows to respect the proportionality between the different volume of 
instruments R1 ... R8. 
Example : Trumpet in R1 : volume value = 80 – Organ in R2 : Volume value = 60. 
Changing the general volume must respect this volume ratio : 80 /60. 
 
Sliders 'Melody' and 'Drum' : 
 
'Drum' controls the volume of the rhythmic section. 
'Melody' controls the volume of the other instruments  of the accompaniment. 
 
Checkbox (below sliders) : 
- checked : sliders move simultaneously. 
- unchecked : sliders can be adjusted separately in different positions. 
Checking makes 'Melody' align to 'Drum' position.  
 
Button 'Fade Out' :  

 
Fade Out function for complete decrescendo in accompaniement  
Fade Out in KeyControl, too. (No. 134) 
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Tempo : 
 
Slider 'Tempo'  : 
 
The 'Tempo' is controlled by the style and may change during the execution. 
Example : slowing in an 'Ending' sequence. 
Nevertheless, you can use the 'Tempo' slider to adjust its value (0 – 220) that will not 
change as long as there is no new tempo MIDI event from the Style. Most Styles 
have an unique tempo indication in the initial phase. 
 
The Dashboard shows precise tempo value  

 
LEDS and Beat Count Indicator react in real time to the tempo variations. 
NB : Current Tempo value is recorded in Songbook when saved. 
NB : The Tempo value can also be adjusted in 'Enhanced/Edit'. 
 
LED (between Harmony and Fade out buttons) and Tempo tapping   :  
 

 
 
Function Tempo tapping in KeyControl No. 285  
with 4 taps LS calculate the timpo between the time from 1. tap to the 4. tap 
After 4. tap the accompaniement starts. 
Is the acompaniement started, LS checks the new tempo and set it. 
 
the  LED (between Harmony and Fade out buttons) has this function: 
Red : no tempo tapping pressed 
Green HighLight: 1 or 3 tapping pressed 
Green not HighLight: 2nd tapping pressed 
Is not tapping in the space of 5 seconds, the LED is red. 
Click on the red LED set tempo to original style tempo 
 
Besides: 
In Keycontrol page is a new edit field: Goto Row 
Put in this field "285" and the browser row is 285. 
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1 Transposer : 
 

 
The (two) transposer buttons allow you to transpose the played tunes six steps half-
tone up or down;  i.e. one whole octave! 
 
Each click on the left arrow decreases the pitch half a tone so far as -6 (3 tones). 
Each click on the right arrow increases the pitch half a tone so far as 6 (3 tones). 
So, the interval of transposition covers one octave.  
 
The middle figure indicates how many semitone steps up/ down are transposed. 
 
It's a matter of general transposition  semitone by semitone applying to all melodic 
and accompaniment instruments. The accompaniment goes along with the 
transposition, yet keeps displaying the chord values as in –0- transposition mode 
 
Of course, 'MIDI event value' in the Header and 'Current Chord' in the Dashboard are 
not affected by transposer adjutments. 
Example : With Transposer value 2, a C note/chord emit a D note/chord. 
 
Be careful to check the transposer value if you use this feature. Don't forget to reset it 
at 0, using it in an unusual case, or when creating Songbook or  Presets memorising 
this value, or with VSTi (some have their own transposition module) ... 
 
Hint: Registration preset saves transposer adjustment as well; (Songbook). Please 
remember it or else you might end up with an unexpected transposition at the least 
desired moment. 
It is the reason why Low and Up arrows are highlighted according to the transposition 
state (negative or positive).

Accompaniment Control : 
 
 
Orchestration : 
 
When 'Accomp'  is highlighted you benefit from the complete orchestral resources of 
the Style (bass, chord, solo, pad, ..,). If you switch it off, you'll only hear the drumset. 
 

 
'Acc Mute' 
This button has the same function as the checkbox: 
Accomp (D) f) 12 [ ] Show Accomp Mute Window 

 
 
With 'Bass only ' you filter Bass and Drums. 
 
Chords : 

 
You can select only one of these 4 buttons at the same time, as for Windows radio 
buttons. 
 
These buttons are related to the manner you will enter the chords in accompaniment 
zone of the keyboard (with one or several finger) and the way they will be played 
(standard, simplified, complex, bass accent, tonal, ...) 
 
For more details, see 'Accord Recognition ' in Set up ->'Accomp'. 
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CASM variations : 
 

 
The name 'CASM' comes from the 4 first bytes 'CASM'  beginning the corresponding 
part in a MIDI file. 
Each style takes into consideration max. 4 Parts, 3 Intros and 3 Endings, 4 Part Fills, 
as shown in image at the right. (Fill A goes to Part A, Fill D goes to Part D), 2 Fills (go 
to selected Part) and 2 Breaks (go to selected Part, too).  
 
Most styles don't use all these buttons, so it is advisable to check option '(B) b) 1 – 
Disable not used buttons'.  
NB: Some styles may give identical results with different sequences (ex: Intro A and 
Intro B). They are just bad programmed, it is not a Live-Styler failure ! 
 
'Intro'  buttons play an introduction expressing the Style character in a  more or less 
expanded manner according to each letter A, B, ... 
A click on one of these buttons, for instance 'Intro A', highlights a little red dot in 'Main 
A' button. It means that at the end of the 'Intro' sequence, 'Main A' will be 
automatically activated. 
 
'Main ' buttons play a main part of the Style A, B, C or D. Not all styles use the 4 
sequences whose quality may much differ with regard to the author. 
'Main A' is activated, by default, at loading of the Style. Of course, you can choose  
an other Main or an 'Intro' ... to start your performance. 
NB : More often that not, 'Main A' is not the best part. For that reason, saving a 
Songbook now memorises the last part number you use (Main B, Ending C ...). 
OTS buttons are linked to Main Part, so a click on 'Main A' or 'OTS' gives the same 
result. 
 
'Fill ' and 'Break ' buttons : 
'Fill' A, B, C, D,  buttons : after execution, return to corresponding Main. 
Ex : in 'Main A', activate 'Fill C' will return to 'Main C'. 
'Fill' and 'Break' 1, 2  buttons : after execution, return to original Main. 
Ex : in 'Main B', activate 'Fill 1' will return to 'Main B'. 
'Fill' duration is 1 measure. 'Break' may be longer. 
See options '(D) d) 4 – 'Breaks only at first beat'. 
 
'Ending ' boutons : stop the Style after execution. 
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Other standard routings : 
SyncStart/Stop: 
After SyncStop LS starts with the last part, not with Main A. 
Normal Start: 
LS starts  NOT automatically with Main A 
LS starts with the last part. 
Start after Ending: 
LS starts with Main A 
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CASM Part Routing : 
 
 

 
 
 

 
Access to this window :  'Enhanced/Edit' -> 'Part Routing' 
In this window, you can define a special routing permitting for example a return to 
'Main A' after 'Intro B' or 'Intro C',   or z return to 'Main B' after 'Fill C' ... 
To do so, you uncheck Standard Routing and for each column button, you select the 
return you want. 
Caution : Any such changes apply to all styles and may need to be re-configured. 
Checking Standard Routing restores the standard part routing. 
 
 
 
During the execution of a style, you can click any CASM button to go to a different  
part. 
But the mouse is not very easy to use while playing a song ! So, see the helpful 
Keycontrol  options for PC and MIDI keyboards in 'Settings 1 (A)'. 
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Enhanced/Edit – Style Editor : 
 
It may be advisable to make a copy of the style file before editing, mostly if you are 
not satisfied with your modifications ! 
 

 
This button opens the following window :  
 

 
Contains all areas of style. You might appreciate the complexity and art of style 
programming. This editor allows you to edit the above visible details of each style to 
suit your requirements.  
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CASM Part Selection : 
 
Here you select which CASM part you want to modify :  
 

 
 
'SInt'  is the first part in a the very beginning of a Style file.  It contains all the general 
parameters of the Style. 
Note that it is not a CASM sequence. 
 
Part MIDI Controllers : 
After selecting a sequence, now you can select the MIDI controller you want to 
examine and eventually adjust. 

 
With the last button, you can enter the number of an additional MIDI controller for a 
specific function. 
 
Clicking one of these buttons opens a window as following : 
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Each windows opens with the parameters from the Style file concerning the 
accompaniment channels and related to the MIDI Controller selected (here : 07 – 
Volume). 
The sliders let you adjust the controller value of each channel  (from 0 to 127 
conforming to MIDI specifications). 
 
Be careful, Tempo, Solo ant Mute apply to all the controllers. 
Tempo  : 0 – 250 – (NB : Arranger Tempo is limited to 220) 
Solo :  of course, you can check one only channel – checking a channel mute all the 
other channels. 
Mute : check the channel(s) you want to mute. 
 

 
 
 
Save : to save the adjustments in the Style file. 
Save file  : to save the adjustments in the Style file or a new Style file you create 
under a new name. 
Back  : your adjustments will be lost when you quit the style. 
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Edit Instrument : 
 
This editor is dedicated to the instruments of accompaniment  and concerns only 
the 'Sint'  part of the Style file. 
 

 

 
The name of the Instrument Definition File  used by the editor is shown at the 
bottom, left. Its purpose is to translate the instrument names  from the Style MIDI 
codes (Banks MSB-LSB, patchnumber). 
So, according to the loaded Style (Yamaha, Roland ...), to have a  correct translation 
you may have to load a compatible Instrument Definition File. 
 
In the same manner, if you want to change instrument , you will load an Instrument 
Definition File in which the new instrument is present.   
 
NB : In this editor, the Instrument Definition File is only used to name or change 
instruments. Don't mix up with its  completely different use in MIDI IO. 
NB :  Keep in mind that the presence of an instrument in a Instrument Definition File 
is not the guarantee that its sound will be faithfully reproduced (function of 
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softsynthesizer in MIDI Out). Fortunately, Live-Styler manages to find the nearest 
sound and avoid muted instruments (ex : Tyros - Megavoices)   
 
 

 
Clicking a line in column "Name of Instrument" releases a button, offering a listing of 
all available instruments in the Instrument Definition File. Just click in that list the 
instrument of your choice. 
 
NB : In fact, the Styles are becoming so complicated that changing instruments 
should maybe not be done with Live-Styler. Dealing only with 'Sint' and ignoring all 
other sequences, the editor offers a partial solution and may produce hazardous 
results ! 
Nevertheless, the Instrument Editor remains helpful and efficient. Best, try it !

This button allows you to save the style info as HTML- data. 
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Melody solo instruments : 

 
Checking option '(D) d) 2 – Accompaniment only' hides this part of the Frontal with all 
the Solo Instruments. 
This can be useful to free a part of the screen, for example,  when displaying the 
Lyrics of a Karaoke file or for a soloist using only the arranger accompaniment. 
 
On the opposite, you can use only these instruments without loading a Style (or 
clearing with 'C' button in the Header). You may prefer use the accompaniment 
facilities of MIDI Player, Mp3 Player ... 
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With this button    the instruments window R1..R8  is  free, its position is now 
outside from the frontal. 
 
Check option '(C) j)  – 'Allow to show R1...R8 as separate window'  to display this 

button  . 

Is the checkbox Accomp (D) d) 2a checked, R1..R8 window is 
not visible. 
Is the checkbox Accomp (D) d) 2b checked, R1..R8 window is 
visible again. The position from R1..R8 window are saved 
This feature is set with Keycontrol No. 216 
 
 
To set up the instruments, refer to MIDI IO. 
 
The instrument section consist of 8 blocks.  
As these single blocks differentiate from each other only by their titles, we will mostly 
refer  to R1 to describe their functions and adjustments. 
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On the left is the volume control slider  : its value can be adjusted from 0 (mute) to 
127 (max), in conformity with the MIDI norm. 
NB : this value is saved in Solo Presets and Presets (Songbook). 
Each R1...R8 volume slider, if active, can be moved by the mouse scroll-wheel. 
NB : Special Case :  Only R1 slider can be adjusted with the arrows (Up and Down) 
of the PC keyboard.  

Buttons R1...R8 : 
 

Names : 
 The 8 solo instruments are named R1 ... R8. 
You can rename them (ex: A1...A8 ...) directly in MIDI IO - column 'Controller Name'  
, but is it advisable ?) 
Splits : 
Buttons are highlighted for the instruments with split adjustments. 
 
Click a button opens the following let window : 

 

Be careful ! Any split adjustment at this level will change the corresponding 
parameters in MIDI IO. Keep count of option '(A) a) 4 – Split points loading from  
Preset'.  
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Set this Split  : opens the little window on the right, to set up the splits of this 
instrument (here, R1).You can enter the values with your PC keyboard, but Split 
points can also be assigned via the MIDI keyboard: Click the edit area and press the 
chosen key. 
The splits value are displayed above the button names, and buttons are highlighted. 
 
Clear this Split  : reset Split Left to 0 and Split Right to 127  to free the complete 
keyboard of the instrument (here, R1). 
 
Clear all Split points  : reset Splits points (Left to 0 and Right to 127) of all melodic 
instruments (R1...R8) deletes. That is the reason you will be asked to confirm. 
Of course,  the area accompaniment splits remains unchanged.  
 
Back  : let you exit the window if you give up the idea of changing splits.  

Octave Shift : 

 
These buttons allows shifting the instrument tune low or high 1 to 5 octaves. 
This feature is essential to respect instrument sound register, mostly when splitting is 
used. (example : a flute must not sound like a piccolo ! ...) 
Caution: As for all MIDI event, any octave transposition will be effective only  when all 
MIDI keyboard keys released. 

Dynamic Button: 
This button turns On/Off the dynamic dependence of the block (Solo Instrument). 
This has the advantage that you can play the piano with dynamic dependence and at 
the same time (loaded) strings without Dynamic. Hitting the keys harder causes 
strings sound softer in the background, but the piano louder and visa versa.  The 
active button lights up.  

On/ Off Button: 
Turns the block (e.g.) R1 On (and lights up) or Off.   
Hint : To hear an instrument R1...R8, first check this button is On and the volume 
slider is not in low position ! 

Solo Button : 
With this button you will choose the instrument  you want to play in a block 
(R1...R8). 
Clicking this button, you will open a different window according the Instrument 
Definition File  you entered in column 'Output Instrument File' of MIDI IO. 

Either it is a .isf file : an InstEdit window will be displayed letting you select the 
instrument by a system of buttons (ex : Gm-inst.isf selected in MIDI IO, Solo button 
will open the  'Live-Styler GM-Instruments'  
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Or it is a .lid file :  a Yamaha LID window will be displayed letting you select the 
instrument by a mixed system of buttons and list  (ex : Yamaha-xgp.lid selected in 
MIDI IO, Solo button will open this other type of window.

A click in this area opens this window : 

 

letting you the possibility to rename the text at your convenience, and even to reset 
the block by clearing the 3 lines.

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Set Button : 
This button "Set" opens the following controller window where you can fine tuning 
your instrument : 

 
Init buttons reset the slider to default value. 
Reset  button : reset all sliders to default value. 

Pitchbend  is related to the pitchbend wheel of the MIDI Keyboard. 
 
In Option '(A) a) 1 – Use Pitchbend global'  the check box must be cleared to apply 
individual pitchbend. 

Functions Hold Peda l (Sustain) and Soft Pedal  are the equivalents for  the piano 
pedal. 
Previously these functions affected all instruments in R1 to R8, yet now you can 
separately adjust  for each one. These adjustments are retained at Live-Styler 
newstart. 

 
Checking 'Enhanced Controller Filter ' let you access to additional filters : 
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Your adjustments will be saved in Presets (Songbook) . 
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Compatible Creative users  benefit from this special area in the window : 
 

 
If your Creative Audigy sound card is properly installed it appears as depicted above. 
Additional Audigy particulars: the window displays available drum sets and the 
middle window displays the patches of loaded bank. 
 
Load Instrument 
Marking an instrument in middle window and clicking this button loads the specified 
instrument to (eg) block R1. Alternatively you may double-click the instrument, which 
loads it, too. 
 
Load Soundfont 
This button loads a soundfont, provided it has been saved (with "Vienna SoundFont 
Studio" etc.) onto Bank 0 and Preset 0. 
  
Hint:  Save (and re- load) soundfonts via Preset and Solo Preset.  
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VSTI host : 
 
First, to activate this button, option 'ASIO and VSTi enabled ' in MIDI IO, must be 
checked. 
 
An ASIO driver  has to be installed for using VSTi. VSTi only functions with Audio 
Stream Input/Output (ASIO) application. 
This driver is usually delivered with your sound card and most often you will prefer it. 
Most modern soundcards, such as Audigy 4, have inbuild ASIO capabilities or 
emulations thereof. 
NB: A free driver like ASIO4ALL lets you use the audio chipset of you motherboard 
with good results. 
 
VSTi  plugin  is a program to Steinberg specifications.  
A well-known plugin is the B4 from Native Instruments. Loading B4 as VSTi plugin 
obsoletes the normally used interactive communication of the program B4 and Live-
Styler, because Live-Styler is able to control the B4; an almost forgotten fact and 
advantage! 

 
Clicking the button "Vsti On " opens the following window: 
 

giving access to the available VSTi presets (.xfp  file)of the VSTi plugin.  
 
Checkin Load Bank opens the same window but 

giving access to the available VSTi bank (.xfb  file)of the VSTi plugin.  
 
The rule would be that .xfp files save parameters as positions of sliders, faders ... 
and .xfb files save parameters of soundbanks. But in fact, most plugins feel free with 
the norm and use (or not) indifferently these types of files. 
 
Load Plugin  : Clicking this button opens an Explorer window allowing you to select 
a plugin in the list of your available VSTi plugins. 
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Example : selection of AZR3.dll (Rumpelrausch VSTi) 
 
Show Plugin : Clicking this button displays the window from the currently active 
plugin. Should the window disappear, it’s hiding in the background…move the Live-
Styler application aside to find it. This only happens to users with monitors using 
lower screen resolutions.  

Example : view of AZR3 plugin (Rumpelrausch VSTi),  successfully loaded. Now, you 
can have direct access to all the Rumpelrausch adjustements (faders, ...) either with 
PC mouse, and PC or MIDI keycontrols. !   
 
Close plugin : this button closes the current plugin. 
 
Close all Plugins : this button closes all active plugins. 
 
Of course, you can use a VSTi for each of R1...R8 instrument, as you can use a VSTi 
with several instruments.  
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In this example, R1 is used for AZR3 keyboard, R2 for AZR3 upper keyboard and R3 
for AZR3 pedals.  In R4 ... R8, we could use other additional instruments to give 
some philarmonic orchestra effects ... ! 
If you are lucky enough to have 2 MIDI keyboards and a chromatic bassboard, you 
will have no problem to assign R1...R3. With one only MIDI keyboard, you will use 
the splitting method. 
 
VSTi Presets or Banks : 
 

 
Most VSTi plugins use indifferently presets or banks, and with AZR3 for example, 
choosing Preset or Bank gives the same result. In these case, Live-Styler manage to   
let appear the correct parameters belonging to the VSTi (either fxp or fxb). 
Clicking the arrow button at the right of the Preset line let appear all the available 
factory presets of the VSTi you can select. 
 
Clear Preset / Clear Bank  :  it doesn’t mean the Preset is gone for good !  It’s merely 
deactivated and can be reloaded. 
 
Save Preset / Save Bank  : let you save your own adjustments in .fxp or .fxb 
according your wishes. 
 
Load Preset / Load Bank  : let you load your own saved files. 
 
Be careful not to load .fxp or .fxb incompatible with the current VSTi. 
 
 
 
Thus, diverse adjustments within a plugin are possible and can be saved as presets, 
reloaded or deleted. But take care that some VSTi do not use preset or bank or do 
permit only their own available adjustments. 
Never forget that there is a multitude of VSTi with very different purposes,  
programmed by as many authors ... so results and interactions may be sometimes  
hazardous.  
 
In MIDI IO, the VST-instruments are directly entered in Midi Out, not in 'Output 
Instrument File' column as other instruments. So, do not use the Solo button in the 
block with a VSTi. 
 
With VSTi in R1...R4, do not use the OTS from styles because they load their 
instruments in these blocks. 
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Harmony :  
 

 
Clicking this button opens the following window: 
 

 
 
Harmony Type and AOC : 
 
Eight diverse Harmony types are available and can be assigned to one R1 to R8 
instrument.  
 
 
Type 1 : 
To the played note is automatically added one other note, of 1octave higher. 
Type 2 : 
To the played note is automatically added one other note, of 1octave lower. 
Type 3 : 
To the played note are automatically added two other notes, of 1octave and 2 
octaves higher. 
Type 4 : 
To the played note are automatically added two other notes, of 1octave and 2 
octaves lower. 
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Types  5,6,7 : 
These functions aren’t necessarily acceptable, because they are only valid for C-
major. Beginners might find it helpful. 
 
Type 8 : 
A clarinet plays only one tune; i.e. no chords. Example: R1 brass, R2 clarinet. R2 on 
Harmony type 8. Now you play full-fingered brass and single clarinet notes! 
 
Types  AOC I, AOC II and AOC III  : 
These harmony types are commonly applied to hardware arrangers. The right hand 
repeats the left hand chord, taking into account Singlefinger/ Fingered Mode and 
major/minor chords. 
 
Checking box “Hold left hand Chord“ allows you to remove your left hand, while the 
chord continues to play.  
 
Harmony Enabled and Left Hand Hold : 
 

 

 
When opened, the 'Harmony' window' displays one of this two frames on the right 
side. Either the 'Harmony-enabled' (by default) or the 'Left Hand Hold' (if Left Hand 
Hold' button is highlighted when the 'Harmony' window is opened). 
 
The difference between these two frames is only the title and captions. Functionally, 
they give the same result : selection of the one  R1...R8 instrument which will benefit 
from 'Harmony' or 'Hold'. 
So,  selecting R1 in 'Harmony-enabled' or in 'Left Hand Hold' makes no difference. 
That means you cannot have 'Harmony-enabled' for R1 and 'Left Hand Hold' for R2. 
 
'Harmony-enabled' and 'Left Hand Hold' buttons cannot be highlighted at the same 
time. If one button is activated, it is deactivated by a click on the other. 
That means you cannot have, for R1...  both 'Harmony' and 'Hold' at the same time.  
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When one 'Harmony-enabled' or 'Left Hand Hold' button is activates, a little red dot is 
highlighted in the block of the instrument R1...R8 selected in the 'Harmony' window'. 
 

 
In the dashboard, on the last line of the first dial,  the Harmony Type  or the Left 
Hand Hold  function are displayed, according to your settings in the Harmony 
Window and the activation of the corresponding buttons ' Harmony' and 'Left Hand 
Hold'. 
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Virtual Keyboards (Piano &  PC) 
 

 
Clicking this button "Keyboard" opens the Virtual Piano Keyboard. 
 

 
On the left, the yellow keys control the accompaniment.  
On the right, the other keys play melodic part in relation with R1...R8 instruments and 
OTS from the Styles. 
 
To use the accompaniment, a Style must be loaded, its name appears in the Header. 
The PC mouse being the only access to this keyboard, you have to use 'Single 
Finger' for accord recognition.   
 
As well, the fixed accompaniment area doesn't take count of the split adjustments in 
MIDI IO. 
 
Use of this keyboard in standalone may be very helpful to test your hardware 
configuration, set up the software parameters, select instruments and Styles ...  
 
The keyboard sends higher velocity values as you click closer to the key's lower 
edge. 
 
Clicking the longish button (down on your right) "PC Keyboard" opens the following 
window:   
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This virtual PC keyboard can  play any notes and chords and is particularly for 
Chinese users of great interest.  
 
NB: Do not mix up the use of your PC keyboard in this module and its use with 'Key 
Control'. 
In this module, the PC keyboard is used to play notes. 
With 'Key Control', you will use the PC keyboard as a control surface to have direct 
access to CASM, OTS, Solo Presets, ...  
 
When this keyboard window is open your PC keyboard functions as MIDI keyboard. 
So, if you need your keyboard for an other task (ex : an urgent mail), you will have to 
close this window to recover the PC Keyboard default functions.  
 
At monitor resolution 800x600 or 1024x768 pixels, it is advisable to uncheck  option   
'(B) b) 7 -  Docking extern windows'. This allows you to move the virtual PC keyboard 
to the top. 
 

 
Clicking this button alters the keyboard layout in the following way:   
 

 
 
Maybe, you will want to change the keys which are not conform with your PC 
keyboard. 
Click the key you want to alter: the key colour is changed. Now click the key you want 
to use. Example: you want to swap Z for Y. Hit key Z and on PC keyboard Y, then 
key Y and on PC keyboard Z . To delete, press the key to be deleted and the "Clear" 
button. Function keys (F1 to F12) as well as all key of right area (Del, Num, Ins etc.) 
cannot be altered.  
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Here’s how to assign notes to key: Hit key you want to alter (colour is changed) and 
then hit a note (from C2 to D6) on the virtual MIDI keyboard. 
The keys on right side of virtual PC keyboard are assigned to the accompaniment. 
Hitting an accompaniment key causes the key to take on the color of the virtual 
accompaniment MIDI keyboard.  
To delete one key definition, press button "Clear"; to delete all, press button: "Clear 
all Keydefinitions".  
The button "Back " closes the PC keyboard. 
 
Now your virtual PC keyboard allows you to play major, minor, seventh by pressing 
several keys. Chords are possible, too! 
 
 

 
This button is related to the animation of the virtual piano in MIDI Player. 
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Screen Keyboard : 
 
For the happy touch screen  users, 
here is the alphanumeric virtual PC Keyboard : 
 

 
 
This keyboard is available by checking option '(B) b) 3 – 'Automatically Screen 
Keyboard'. 
It will be automatically displayed to let you enter alphanumeric data in special zones 
as in 'Solo Presets' text fields.   
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MIDI Player – Recorder : 
 

 
If clicking this button has no effect, you certainly have omitted to select a MIDI Out  
module (in MIDI IO). 
 

 
NB : It is advisable to choose a MIDI Out different from R1...R8. 
 
Now, the click opens the MIDI Player and you can see the name of the selected MIDI 
Out device displayed left side on the top. 
 

 
Load : 
This button allows you to open and load *.mid files. 
The MIDI player recognizes almost all MIDI files, supports MIDI-Karaoke files (*.kar) 
and emits Sysex commands. 
NB: You also can load these types of file by a drag-and-drop onto the player or with 
'FLoad Midi' button as well. 
The loaded file name is displayed at the right of the bottom line. 
 
Stop : 
Stops playing the file, repositioning play and Lyrics at start position. 
 
Pause : 
A first click stops playing the file. A second click restarts play and Lyrics at the current 
position. 
 
Start : 
Start playing always from the beginning of the file. 
NB: The play of the file and the display of Lyrics start automatically by checking the 
option '(A) a) 6 – Autostart Midifile'  and option '(A) a) 5 – Open Lyric Window at once' 
. 
 
Progress bar  : 
The upper, blue progress bar can be dragged (horizontally) with the mouse cursor. 
 
Time : 
Display the progression in minutes-seconds-milliseconds. 
 
Duration  : 
Display the total length of the file in minutes-seconds-milliseconds. 
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Volume : 
The slider lets adjust the sound volume. 
 
BPM :  
The tempo information from the file is displayed at loading.  
You can adjust the number of beats per minute with the little up and down arrows. 
 
Transposer  : 
The pitch is adjusted by semitones (from -12 to +12) with the little up and down 
arrows. 
Very helpful for karaoke ! 
 
Cycle  : 
Let play the file in a loop mode. 
 
Clear  : 
The file is released from the module and 'No Midi File' is displayed on bottom line. 
 
Lyrics  : 
Clicking this button loads the lyrics window. 

 
 
 
The great thing is that synchronous animation of text and colour. This facilitates quite 
a few things !.  
 
Off or stopped, you can move in the text with PC up and down arrows. 
You can move and resize the window. 
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Remember option '(A) a) 5 – Open Lyric Window at once' and option '(A) a) 6 – 
Autostart Midifile'. 
 

 
These buttons control the text in the Lyric window. 
 
Alignment : left justified – centred – right justified 
Font : Bold – Italic – and all others parameters directly from the Font window of your 
system. 
Folder icon : let you load a text file. For example, you have a MIDI file with one text 
file in one language and a second in an other language. 
Disket icon : Let you save the lyrics in a text file. 
Colour : the last three buttons. Background colour – Font colour before play – Font 
colour after play.  
 
Virtual Keyboard Animation  : 
  

 
This option is only shown after you opened 'Keyboard' and MIDI Player. 
Playing the MIDI file displays the MIDI files notes animated.  
It makes sense to mute the MIDI channels, as to only hear the lead clearer and see it 
in the animation. This considerably facilitates the learning of lyrics. Piano MIDI files 
are ideally suited. 
 
More : 
Clicking this button displays the following window: 

 
Allows to turn on/off each channel. Drums are usually on channel 10.   
It is also possible to adjust the volume of each channel in percentage (0-100), not in 
MIDI value (0-127). This method allows to preserve the sound proportionality of the 
instruments. 
 
Markers  : 
Midiplayer can handle markers. (You can test it with the attached file Josie Josie.Mid) 
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Edit  :  
 

 
The button opens this window where you can change the instruments played from 
the Midi file. 
For more details, see chapter 'Enhanced/Edit'. 
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Recorder  : 
 
This MIDI player is not only a player, but a recorder, as well 

 
Button “Recorder“ opens the following window : 
 

 
 
Feel free to record section R1...R8, the accompanimen t section or both.  
 
Recording the accompaniment preserves Sysex, tempo, basic adjustment in SINT 
etc. in the MIDI file.  
 
Check boxes Auto Start  and Auto Stop  automatic function upon start of a style. 
 
Manual operation is via Start  / Stop  buttons. After pressing the Stop button the 
'Save' button is enabled. 
 
'Create Textfile '  creates a text file with data file informations. You will save this 
editable text file for later use as conversion into MIDI file via an appropriate program. 
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MP3 Player : 
 

 

 
Blue progress bar  : 
The upper, blue bar follows the file progression. 
 
Use Direct Sound : 
Pitch available in MP3 Player (only for DirectSound) 
 
Load : 
The MP3 player supports MP3 and Ogg-Vorbis files 
NB: You also can load these types of file by a drag-and-drop onto the player or with 
'FLoad MP3' button as well. 
The loaded file name is displayed at the right of the bottom line. 
 
Stop : 
Stops playing the file, repositioning play and Lyrics at start position. 
 
Pause : 
A first click stops playing the file. A second click restarts play.  
 
Start : 
Start playing, always from the beginning of the file. 
 
Lyric : 
Clicking this button opens the lyrics window (if a text  or a picture  exists). 
If for instance files "patty2.txt" and  "patty2.mp3" exist in the same folder, loading the 
.mp3 , automatically loads the .txt. 
The same applies with picture data. Ex:  patty2.bmp or patty2.jpg.  
The priority is as following: 1. Text data   2. BMP picture data    3. JPG picture data 
 
Mute : 
Stop the sound emission. 
 
Clear  : 
The file is released from the module and 'No MP3 File' is displayed on bottom line. 
 
Audio compression : 
 The yellow box displays  sound quality (Hz), stereo/ mono, CH1, Ch2, compression 
type, such as 128 audio/ mpeg.  
 
Volume : 
The slider lets adjust the sound volume. 
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Time : 
Display the progression in hours-minutes-seconds. 
 
Duration  : 
Display the total length of the file in hours-minutes-seconds. 
 
Lyrics Window . 
 
You can move and resize the window.  
Clicking and holding left mouse button in the upper region of the program allows you 
to move it around the screen.  Holding the mouse cursor near the windows right, 
bottom edge a diagonal arrow appears, indicating that the window can be resized. 
 
You can move in the text with PC up and down arrows. 
 
 

 
These buttons control the text in the Lyric window. 
 
Alignment : left justified – centred – right justified 
Font : Bold – Italic – and all others parameters directly from the Font window of your 
system. 
Folder icon : let you load a text file (.txt) or a picture (.bmp or .jpg). 
Disket icon : Let you save the lyrics in a text file. 
Colour : the last three buttons. Background colour – Font colour before play – Font 
colour after play.  
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Wave Player – Recorder – Mixer : 
 

 
Clicking button "Wave" opens the following application: 

Player  : 
 
 
 
Open : 
This button allows you to open and load *.wav files. 
File name is displayed : 
 

 
 
Play : 
Starts the file, always from the beginning. 
 
Stop  :  
Stops playing the *.wav file. 
 
Loop  : 
Repeats playing of the *.wav file endlessly. 
 
Recorder  : 
 
Clicking this button turns the player into a recorder: 
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Rec : 
Clicking this button causes the button to flash. The recording will be held until you  
delete or save it. 
 
Stop  : 
Clicking this button stops the recording. 
 
Save : 
Clicking this button open an Explorer window to save the  recording as a *.wav file. 
 
Auto recording  : 
This option lets you automatically start recording as soon as you press a chord in the 
accompaniment. 
The button is switched off at the recording start. 
 
Mixer : 
 
 

 
First drop-down  list  : 
Let you choice the available mixer device available on your PC. 
Default is Mixer 0 : for instance the XP sound control panel you access by double-
clicking the Windows sound icon. 
 

 
But you may have Mixer 1, Mixer 2, ...  Example :  if you have several sound cards. 
 
Second drop-down list  : 
Gives 2 choices : Volume Control / Recording Control. 
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Third drop-down list  : 
The list will differ according to the second list selection. 
Volume Control : 

 
In this list you will select the audio output device controlling the volume. 
With mixer 0, you will recognize the elements selected in your Windows Mixer Panel, 
in a window something like that. 
 

 
NB : Some sound cards come with their own mixer panel software which replaces the 
Windows mixer panel.  
 
Recording Control : 
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In this list you will select the audio output device controlling the recording. 
With mixer 0, you will recognize the elements selected in your Windows Mixer Panel, 
in a window something like that. 
 

 
 

 
Volume sliders : 
Upper slider is related to the left channel.  
Lower slider is related to the right channel. 
When checkbox is marked, sliders move simultaneously, 
If cleared : sliders can be adjusted separately in different positions. 
 
A little experiment  : Keep open Volume Control panel, put Live-Styler mixer in 
Volume control mode, now, for the device selected, moving the mixer sliders you will 
see the corresponding panel sliders be shifted the same way. 
But reverse is not true. 
 
Mute : 
Stops the sound. 
 
Player : return to Midi Player module. 
 
Recorder  : return to recorder module. 
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Midi IO –  MIDI INPUT / OUTPUT Adjustments : 
 
 

 
 
Initial start : 
 
Click Midi IO button to displays the Midi IO adjustments page. 
Starting Live-Styler for the first time confronts you with the following picture: 
 

 
 
On this page, you will enter your first adjustments. 
 
Later, at any moment, you will come back to it as and when needed. 
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Load  and Save MIDI IO : 
 

 
 
When your adjustments are operational you may wish to save them. 
Save Midi IO  is the way. 
It opens an Explorer window to let you create a  .msv file you just have to name. 
So you can create as many files you want, of course with different names. 
 
Load Midi IO  will let you reload one of these files. 
 
NB: .msv files do not record all the parameters of the page, as splits, VSTi ... 
but the vital MIDI functions. 
 
MIDI In port : 
 

 
Here you can select up to four MIDI Input Ports for the Live-Styler. 
The four drop-down zones display the list of the available possibilities  in your 
equipment. 
NB : If the list is void, it means that no MIDI device is installed or accurately installed. 
Most master keyboards work via USB Ports; less via outdated DIN plugs and MIDI 
interface cables. These day’s master keyboards come with software.  
After successful install of your master keyboard you should be able to select the MIDI 
menu for connection. Older style MIDI keyboards require a MIDI interface. It usually 
has several I/O connections and latest versions can even be connected to USB as 
well. 

 
This is an example of a connection of a MIDI device via a sound card 'Sound Blaster 
Audigy 2 ZS. 
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This example is related to a configuration including a YAMAHA electric piano 
connected via an USB interface EDIROL UM-1 EX  and an E-MU Xboard 61 MIDI 
keyboard.  
 
An example of 3 MIDI Input ports could be the connection of 3 MIDI devices, as a 
chromatic bass pedal and 2 keyboards. Very nice to play a church organ or a B4 ! 
 
NB1 : Do not mix up MIDI Input ports (related to external hardware devices) and the 
16 Live-Styler MIDI channels which receive MIDI events via these ports. 
As each MIDI Input port can support 16 channels, if you use more than one port, you 
will have to specify the port to use with each canal.  
NB2 : The MIDI YOKE virtual cables are compatible with Live-Styler and appear in 
the drop-down list. 
NB3 : After editing MIDI parameters, it is advisable to close and restart Live-Styler. 
This process ensures that in any case your adjustments will be effective. 
NB4: Be careful to have your external MIDI device(s) ON before starting Live-Styler. 
During a session, Live-Styler ignores the new connections  and more often than not 
dislikes any disconnections ! 
NB5: It is advisable to connect your USB device always to the same USB connector, 
the one which you used at the first connection to load the driver most often not 
Microsoft  certified. 

 
 
At this stage, you should see the header blue Led  lights up when pressing a key on 
your external MIDI device keyboard. 
Otherwise,  you have to  check your hardware connection (cable ...), your Window  
installation of the device (driver ...) ... 
 
MIDI-YOKE, freeware downloadable from the Live-Styler site, can be helpful to check 
the MIDI connection, mostly when you use several MIDI Input ports. 
 
 
 
Output instrument files : 
 

 
 
In this column you will select instrument definition files . 
Live-Styler usually uses 'GM-Ins.isf'.  No harm to load a different choice.  
The folder icon opens an Explorer window with all available files on your PC  (those 
from the initial delivery and those you added afterwards)  in order to let you select 
either an .isf  or a .lid file. 
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Any model of  arranger, synthesizer ..., of any manufacturer (YAMAHA, ROLAND ...) 
use its  own collection of instruments. 
Ex: Motif, Tyros ... 
In accordance with the MIDI norm, the instruments (or voices ...) are named patches  
and the collection is divided in one or several Banks , of 128 patches maximum. 
And you can use Instrument definition files corresponding with the standard  GM, GS, 
XG ... 
But, anyway, you will have to choose a file compatible with your sound generator. 
 
 
Instrument definition files  are simple text files. 
Patchnumbers – Banks  MSB/LSB numbers - Patchnames  
Example : 
Piano 
0,0,0=Acoustic Grand Piano 
1,0,0=Bright Acoustic Piano 
2,0,0=Electric Grand Piano 
3,0,0=Honkytonk Piano 
4,0,0=Rhodes Piano 
 
Their only purpose is to select an instrument in a precise bank.  
 
That information is displayed at the bottom of the blocks R1...R8. 
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.isf files  : standard use is 'GM-Ins.isf'. 
When selecting an instrument R1...R8 with the 'Solo' button, an 'InstEdit' buttons 
window is opened. 
 

 
 
NB : an .isf file needs a corresponding .ns file. If you want to create such a file, you 
have to use 'InstEdit'. You certainly prefer  .lid files which offer many more facilities. 
 
.lid files  : 
It’s going to get  interesting, when your sound bank isn’t GM compatible or you want 
to connect to external Roland/ Yamaha hardware. You might consider loading ´´*.lid 
data;  instrument definition data consisting of a list of data regarding Number, MSB 
and LSB. You might want to create such a list yourself and adapt it to your 
instrument. On loading the instrument bank select is automatically carried out. 
 
 
 
 
When selecting an instrument R1...R8 with the 'Solo' button, a LID window is opened. 
 
 
If your sound generator is YAMAHA compatible, you will benefit from XG effects. 
For each category (Reverberation, Chorus and Variation), a drop-down list lets you 
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access to the available specifications and a slider lets you adjust the intensity. 
Live-Styler will send the corresponding sysex. 
 

 
With the 'Load Lid File ' button you can choose a different .lid and the change will 
update the related MIDI IO zone. 
 
The number of buttons and their names (Piano, E.Piano ...) correspond at the groups 
of instruments specified in .lid files. You can edit them (add, suppress, rename ...) 
with a text editor as NotePad. 
 
You can select an instrument in the scroll list, directly or after using a group button (if 
you search a guitar or bass, for example) or with 'Search Instrument'  
In 'Search Instrumen t' text zone, you will enter a chain of characters (ex: gui) and 
clicking the button at the right you will get the different occurrences of the instruments 
containing this chain ( ex: Guitar, NylonGuitar, JazzGuitar, ...).  
The down arrow goes to the bottom of the list and the up arrow to the top. 
 
Another very helpful capability of LID windows is the possibility to use your MIDI 
keyboard when they are open. 
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So, if you need a trumpet, you will be able to hear the sound of your different 
trumpets before confirming your choice. 
Moreover, this possibility will let you test your configuration MIDI IO and the 
compatibility of your sound generator. For instance, using a YAMAHA lid file, if you 
have not selected the XG options and / or your sound generator in MIDI Out is in GM 
mode, you only will get the sounds of the 128 GM instruments. 
Nevertheless, about the instruments which are not recognized by the sound 
generator, Live-Styler will always avoid ghost or mute instruments and try to use the 
most approaching. 
 
R1...R8 Controller names 
Select the names for controllers R1 to R8. 
 

 
 
Feel free to choose names to suit your requirement !

Column 'XG' : 
 

 
Check "XG" when using Yamaha sounds (LID data) for best results. 
 

 
Rhythm.my  : 
This is the default file. 
The folder button let you choose an other file. 
The 'Clr' button will reinstall the default file (Rhythm.my). 
'Rhythm.my' is an InstEdit file. 
 
Midi Thru  : 
If checked, some additional parameters are validated in output. (ex: Transpose). 
If unmarked, these parameters are ignored. Input and Output are identical. 
This option can be useful for connection to external devices. 
 
Do not auto close this window  :  
Checking this option let  MIDI IO window opened  when acting in 'Solo Presets'. 
This is helpful for tests and adjustments sessions. 
Unmarked, a click on a 'Solo Presets' button will close the MIDI IO page. 
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MIDI IN channels : 
You use only one MIDI In port :  
 

 
Very easy ! 

 
You will let all lines of both columns with value 1. 
 
If you use several MIDI In ports : 
 

 
You will have to specify for each channel the MIDI In port to be used. 

 
Remember, Live-Styler has 16 MIDI In channels, 8 are used by R1...R8. 
Each MIDI port also has 16 MIDI channels. 
In the above example, MIDI keyboard (EDIROL) is available only on MIDI port 1 and 
channel 1 (manufacturer limitations). Here it is used with R1...R2, maybe for a piano 
and strings ensemble, and with the accompaniment. 
Second MIDI keyboard (E-MU) is more flexible, MIDI port and channel are 
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adjustable. So MIDI In port 2 is selected and arbitrarily channel 3 will be used in R3 
... R8, maybe for solo instruments.  
 
A MIDI accordion connection may, for example, use MIDI In port 1 and channels 1 in 
R1-R7 for Treble, Accompaniment for Bass Chords, R8 for Single Bass. 
 
It is recommended to adhere to adjustments made by the manufacturer, verify the 
manuals of your instrument and MIDI interface. 
 
All adjustments are valid for Solo Presets. 
 
As mentioned, best is to leave MIDI Port 1 as is now or you might end up with no 
connection at all! 
 
NB: If you have MIDI OX installed, you can use MIDI YOKE to check how your 
external MIDI devices use ports and channels. 
 
NB: You will have noted Live-Styler ergonomy using blue colour for MIDI Input and 
green for MIDI Output. 
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Splits : 
 
MIDI notes beyond the limits of 'Split Left' and 'Split Right' are ignored. 
 

 
Eight first lines are related to R1...R8. 
The extreme values 0 -127 ( a 128 notes keyboard !) correspond to default values for 
no split. 
The last line is related to accompaniment zone. 'Split Right' value of 48 is the Live-
Styler default value at installation, to ensure an accompaniment zone which is 
essential to access accompaniment functions (start, chord recognition, ...). 

 
The Live-Styler piano ignores splits. Nevertheless, it is a good example of split zones  
with orchestration area and melody area at its right. 
 
To adjust split value, you can use the numeric pad of your PC, but it will be easier to 
use your MIDI keyboard by pressing the key corresponding at the split limit you wish. 
 
Obviously, the utilisation of splits will differ with your keyboard size ( 49,61,88 
...keys). For R1...R8, you certainly will have to use the transpose facilities to respect 
the sound range of each instrument. A trumpet must not sound as a trombone, a 
violin as a bass ... and vice versa. 
 
About the accompaniment zone, if you have at your disposal a large number of keys, 
it can be interesting to enlarge the zone to be more at ease with fingered mode. 
Do not forget option '(D) d) 3 – Mute left hand if accomp on'. 
 
NB: MIDI In Splits of MIDI Yoke are recognized by Live-Styler. 
NB: See also option '(A) a) 4 - 'Splitpoints loading from Preset' : ('Solo Presets' and 
Songbook) 
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NB: You also can reserve a certain area of your keyboard for 'KeyControl' 
Show Split Points : 
 

 
Click this button in Setup -> Settings 1 (A) section f)  to open that window : 
 

 
This example is related to the following adjustments in MIDI IO: 
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The values in R1 correspond to the area of a keyboard with 88 keys. Split Left = 0 in 
R4 gives the same result as in R3, because of the keyboard 88 hardware limitation. 
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MIDI Out – Channels and Ports : 
 
Potentially, Live-Styler manages 16 Output ports, each of 16 channels. 
The channels are adjusted in left column, the ports in right column.  

 
 
MIDI Out channels : 
 

 
In the drop-down list you will select an individual channel or 'Omni' (all channels) 
concerning the MIDI Out port specified. 
 
Channels 01...08 are normally used for R1...R8 instruments. 
These parameters can not be changed if Option '(A) e) 1 – Lock Midi Output 
Channels for R1...R8', is marked.  
In normal use, you will keep these default adjustments, unless duly required by some

Option '(D) d) 12 – 'Show Accomp Mute window', if ticked, displays this window 
where you can mute selected channels by clearing corresponding boxes. 
 
Midi : is related to MidiPlayer which uses all the 16 channels 
 

 
A click on the 'More' button in MIDI Player, will display this window  where you can 
adjust the volume of each channel. 
 
MIDI Out ports : 
 
The MIDI Out ports are not adjusted by numbers but by the names of the available 
sound modules. 
The number of used ports is equivalent to the number of different entries in the 
column. 
 
In the drop-down list you will select the MIDI Out module to use with each R1...R8 
instruments, Melody, Drums, MIDI Player. 
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It is essential to select MIDI Out ports because they generate the sounds.   
The available modules are related to your installation : 
 
internal hardware  :  examples : 
the 'Synthesizer GS Microsoft', corresponding to the chipset on your motherboard, 
the 'Synth A and 'Synth B' of a Creative Audigy 4 soundcard 
NB : Don't mix up MIDI sound cards and 'only audio' sound cards which cannot be 
used at this level. 
 
software  : examples : 
the 'Yamaha XG SoftSynthesizer'  which you download from Live-Styler site, one or 
any VSTi (to use sound fonts, to emulate one or several instruments, ...). 
NB: with VSTi, you may have to check what channel(s) they use. 
NB : VST effects cannot be loaded in Live-Styler itself. 
 
virtual interface  : such as MIDI Yoke, to access  to an external sampler or expander, 
or even a stand alone VSTi. 
 
Using OTS from Styles, you will have noted that they automatically load the R1...R4  
instruments. In this case, you will avoid to load additional instruments in these blocks. 
So, with some VSTi, you will have to adjust your MIDI output channels. 
Example : 
If you want to implement AZR3 in R5...R7 in place of R1...R3, as AZR3 use channels 
1..3, for its 2 keyboards and its bass board, you will have to make the following 

adjustments :   
 
R1...R3  use now channels 05...07 to avoid interferences with the VSTi. 
 
In any case, do not forget all the possibilities with 'Solo Presets' and SongBook 
'Presets' to easily use all kinds of required configurations. 
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NB : It is advisable to use different MIDI output ports for Solo Instruments and 
accompaniment. 
 
Option '(B) a) 9 – Save Output port configuration in Solo Presets', when marked, 
saves Output port and channels.

ASIO : Audio Stream Input/Output  
 
 
To use any VSTi, it is necessary to have an ASIO module installed. 
So you will mark the box  
 
 

 
When marking (or clearing) the box, you will be asked to restart Live-Styler and then 
will appear (or disappear) the following section : 
 

 
At the first installation of Live-Styler, all the zones are void. 
  
The drop-down list 'ASIO Driver'  will display all the available ASIO implemented on 
your PC. 

 
If there is no element in the list, you have to install a driver : 
'ASIO4ALL', for example, is a free driver, downloadable from Internet. 
But most often than not, you will dispose of the driver delivered with your MIDI device 
or with your sound card. 
You may also use Microsoft drivers as ASIO DirectX Full Duplex (if you have DirectX 
installed) or ASIO multimedia ... 
 
The selection of a driver in the drop-down list will automatically load the drop-down 
lists 'ASIO Output ' and 'ASIO Input ' where you will be able to make other variable 
selections according the possibilities of your audio devices. 
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'Show ASIO Control '  opens a window, specific for each driver, where you will be 
able to make special settings.  
 
Here is an example with  ASIO4ALL : 
 

 
 
As a rule, you will adopt the proposed default values. In most cases the default 
settings will work fine. 
Maybe, you will adjust the buffer size : a large buffer may ensure a sound without 
glitches, but also may lead to a longer latency. 
 
ASIO fine tuning is very delicate if you are not a specialist. 
But you may be tempted to make some experiments ! 
In this case, it is advisable to read the available documentation about the driver. 
Remember that the ASIO module is necessary to use VSTi, but is not a Live-Styler 
function.  
Any ASIO adjustment will have direct repercussions on the Windows operating 
system and may engender  conflicts (memory, buffers, timing, ...) or hasardous 
results. 
In these cases, you will maybe have to shut down and restart your PC. 
 
It may also happen that Live-Styler refuses to start.  
That’s where the 'First Start Mode ' is helpful:  turn on "Scroll Lock" key prior to Live-
Styler start. 
The following dialog window will open : 

 
Hence, it is advisable to save your configuration before installing and settings an 
ASIO module.

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Settings 1 (A) : 
 
Sound, Preset, Styles, MIDI files... 
 

 
1 - Use Pitchbend global : 
Mark the box to apply pitchbend to all R1...R8 instruments. 
Clear the box to apply apply pitchbend individually. (cf : 'Set' button in R1...R8 
buttons chapter) 
The advantage of its local application is for instance, to apply pitchbend to guitar at 
R1 without affecting the organ at R2. 
A musically useful setting. 
 
2 - Use Controllers global  : 
Same as option '(A) a) 1 - Use Pitchbend global' but applies to all others controllers 
(ex : Modulation wheel, Foot controller, ... )  available with the 'Set' button in R1...R8 
blocks for individual settings. 
 
3 - Reserved Bank for Soundfont  : 
This adjustment applies only to Soundcard Creative Live, Audigy and X-Fi users: 
Soundfonts (Sf2) will be loaded onto indicated banks; i.e. R1 to Bank 80, R3 to Bank 
83 and R8 to Bank 88.  
Only change these settings if your banks require it. 
 
4 - Splitpoints loading from Preset  :

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7 & 8  – Ketron Micro Tune and Scale Tuning  : 
 
Scale Tuning offers instruments a powerful tuning scope; from Hermode tuning to 
Tamil, Turkish tunings etc. You may download over 3000 different tunings, incl. 
instructions from the following website:

Clicking the 'Scale Tuning ' button opens the following Setup applet: 
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Here you can adjust the Scale Handling parameter. 
Into 'Output Device ‘ enter the destination instrument, by Yamaha also XG; by 
Roland e.g. GS.  
In 'MIDI Out Channel' select the channel of desired scale application. 
 
Button „Load Scale File” loads the appropriate (downloadable) tuning chart. 
'Send Scale Information ' sends the appropriate tuning to your instrument. 
 
'Show  Scale Information ' indicates the details of the tuning chart.  

 
'Reset Scale Information ' returns your instrument to its default setting. 
 
 
 
 
9 - Program change Solo-Preset  :  
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Here you may change Solo Presets via program change. (cf : KeyControl) 
See also in KeyControl : 'Action 271 – Programchange set Solo-Preset.'  
 

 
 
10 - Show Midi Event  : 
Actual MIDI events are displayed in Hex at the front view of Live-Styler (next to the 
LED, on its upper right).

That means: many sliders on an external keyboard send the events differently at 
Live-Styler. Full is 0 and nothing is 127.  
Hammond draw-bar is for example Drag ahead = 127

This function is only for the volume sliders. 
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R1...R8 Device Mode : 
 

 
This section deals with the output mode of R1...R8 instruments. 
 
1 – XG Mode : 
This mode conforms to norms of Yamaha devices and thus, secures utmost 
compatibility with Yamaha styles. Adjust the output to XG mode. 
 
2 – GM Mode : 
This mode conforms with General MIDI device norms. Most styles function in this 
mode.   
 
3 – GS Mode : 
This mode conforms to Roland devices and thus, secures utmost compatibility with 
Roland styles. 
 
4 – None Initializing  : 
Allows you to turn off the initialization. 
 
Send Sysex  allways,when you change an instrument: 
You can set the different sysexes for R1..R8. 
Is the checkbox [checked, then LS send a sysex, when you change an instrument 
 
 
For instance, a 
Tyros style would require the XG mode. The problem is that all Tyros voices are not 
available on the XG SoftSynthesizer, so emulations for emulations ...!

Volume Slider  : 

 
An external keyboard sends volume events to sliders, which then move accordingly. 
Check this box to force external keyboard messages to log securely onto the 
selected channel. 
 
Preset Settings  : 

 
1 – Lock Midi Output Channels for R1...R8  : 
You may mark the box for normal use, to secure the default adjustments. 
You will have to clear it for the use of some VSTi. 
(See chapter : Midi Output channels in MIDI IO) 
 
If this checkbox not checked, then a solopreset can change 
the Midi Output channel. 
 
Split points  : 
You will use split points to delimit zones of your MIDI keyboard for accompaniment, 
Instruments R1...R8 and  KeyControl as well.  
 

 
1 – Show Splitpoints  button : 
Opens the following window.'   

 
(See chapters : 'Splits'  in MIDI IO and 'Splits' in R1...R8 Buttons of Melody Solo

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Key Control : 
 
You have no touch-screen ! 
You find the mouse is not so easy to use while performing ! 
Live-Styler KeyControl is the solution. 
You will use your PC keyboard as a true control surface, you will adjust all the special 
features  available on your MIDI keyboard (rotative commands, faders, ...) ... 
With more than 250 actions, you will have easy access to all the Live-Styler functions 
you think useful.  
 

 
This section deals with "Key control" and "Key binding". 
 
1 – Midi Input port  : 
 Adjust MIDI-Input Port to channels 1 to 4. They are related to your adjustments in 
MIDI IO. 

 
 
1 – Key Control : 
 
Clicking button "Key Control" opens the following window : 
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Use the scroll bar at the right to see all the 'Actions '  available. 
Under heading  'MIDI-Keyboard '  you will enter the functions you want to control via 
your MIDI-keyboard.  Under heading  'PC-Keyboard ' you will enter the functions you 
want to control via  the keys of your PC- keyboard.  
 
Clicking the field (you want to work on) opens another button: 

 
 
Clicking button "..." opens a different  dialog window depending on whether you are in 
the Midi-Keyboard or PC-Keyboard column. 
 
Midi-Keyboard Input dialog window  : 
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When you press a key or act a special feature (fader, rotative button ...) on your Midi 
keyboard, the corresponding value will appear in the Midi Message  box. 
Click the 'OK' button if you agree with this adjustment. 
 
It is possible to enter hexadecimal value in the Midi Message box, directly. 
You can also enter a Decimal Value  and click the button at the right to automatically 
translate it in hexa and put it  in the Midi Message box. 
  
Most often, the Midi Messages use 2 bytes. 
With '3 Byte Check' ,  you can enter 3 bytes Midi Messages, such as B0 07 7F, 
enabling you to transfer controller events. Some foot pedals (for example) emit MIDI 
events On: B0 00 00  Off: B0 00 07.  
 
The following entry is in need of some clarification: 
Fill-Plus can be placed onto MIDI keyboard keys or MIDI controller. Resulting in a 
jump to next Fill In. Thus, if you place this function onto (for instance) a MIDI pedal 
and activate it, Live-Styler will go a Fill further; i.e. if you are playing Main B,  Live-
Styler goes to Fill C or if you are playing Main D,  Live-Styler goes to Fill A etc. 
(Advice from musicians for musicians.) 
 
Two actions are available only for Midi Keyboard.  
They concern continuous controls :  
Action 214  : ' +/- Midi Event Volume (not for PC Keyboard)' can be placed onto MIDI 
controller, such as a foot pedal to effect smooth progressive volume changes. 
Action 215  : ' +/- Output Volume (not for PC Keyboard)' can be placed onto MIDI 
controller, such as a foot pedal to effect smooth progressive master volume changes. 
 
PC-Keyboard Input dialog window  : 

 
 
Here you may enter your key combinations directly. 
 
Buttons 'Ctrl' 'Alt' 'Shift' 'Win'  let you press an only key (ex : 'A') instead of 2 (ex: 
'Ctrl-A'). 
Nevertheless, be careful with some combinations using Ctrl or Alt. 
 
NB : numeric pad keys give values '+'  (ex:  'Win +1' or 'Ctrl -3') 
numeric keys (above alpha keys) give values '-'  (ex: 'Win -1' or 'Ctrl -1'). 
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Button 'Enter ' let you use the 'Enter' key. 
 
Example of Key Control  : 
 

 
With these adjustments, pressing the 'W' key will activate the next 'Solo Presets' 
button, pressing the 'Q' button will activate the preceding one. 
 
Be careful ! : Do not use the same parameter (ex: the key 'W”) for 2 different actions, 
of course,  one of the 2 actions will not work ! 
For instance, do not use key 'K' which is reserved to toggle keycontrol modes (see a 
little further).  
 
Save and load  of the KeyControl file use a .kkr suffix, default file being 
'KeyControlStandard.KKR'.  
Names of actions of this file come from 'Keydef.ini'. Then, if some actions are added, 
modified or suppressed by the author the standard .kkr file is automatically updated.

Then you want this source message to be translated in a message in accordance 
with your need. 
Here is the solution : 
 
4 – Midi Input port  : 
Adjust MIDI-Input Port to channels 1 to 4. They are related to your adjustments in 
MIDI IO. 
(same principle as for KeyControl). 
 
4 – Button Keytranslate  :  
 
Clicking button "Keytranslate" opens the following window : 
 

 
Column 'Source ' : the button opens the 'MIDI Input Dialog' window to let you access 
the emitted message. 
Column 'Dest '  : you will enter the message you want to be executed in replacement 
of the source message. 
 
Changing the keyboard‘s volume control causes the keyboard to send the command 
B0+Channel 07. It’s, because the keyboard’s standard setting is 0, data B0 07 is 
send and you can watch the volume control move.

Yet, if a second device is configured, such as another Synth set to channel 9, it won’t 
receive the same messages. That’s where 'Keytranslation' comes handy, translating 
B0 07 to B9 07.  
 
Here’s another example for the function of "Keytranslation":  say, you want  to make 
the register switches of a MIDI accordion, which sends it via C4xx, available at Live-
Styler. The  Keytranslation for it would be:  source (accordion) C4 00 (piano) Dest 
(Live-Styler) C0 01 (electric piano). 
 
 
Save and load  of the 'Keytranslation' file use a .kkt  suffix, default file being 
'KeyTransferStandard.KKT'.  
 
 
 
5 - Checkbox Keytranslate  :  
Here you  choose if  'Keytranslate'  should be active or inactive. 
You will mark the checkbox to activate the control. 
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Extended Key Control :  
 
You may want to send MIDI events with a PC keyboard key.  
For instance, to start or stop an external expander, send sysex, ... 
Here is the solution : 
 
A message from a MIDI device is not interpreted by Live-Styler as you wish. 
 

 
6 - Button 'Extended Keycontrol'  : 
Clicking button 'Extended Keycontrol' opens the following window : 
 

 
Column 'Action ' : you will enter the MIDI message you want to be send. 
Column 'Function ' : you may enter a short description of the message. 
Column 'PC-Keyboard ' : the button opens the 'Keyboard Input Dialog' window to 
select the key that will send the message. 
 
To select a row, just click one of the three columns of the row. 
'Send' button : sends the event from selected row directly from this window. 
 
Save and load  of the 'Extended Keycontrol' file use a .ekk  suffix, default file being 
'ExtendedKeyControlStandard.KKT'.  
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7 - Checkbox  'Extended Keycontrol' : 
Here you  choose if  'Extended Keycontrol'  should be active or inactive. 
You will mark the checkbox to activate the control. 
It will light up the red LED  on the dashboard  

 
and also clear the checkbox of option 2 - Key Control for PC Keyboard. 
 
In the same manner, marking the checkbox of option 2 - Key Control for PC 
Keyboard highlight the green LED and clear the checkbox of this option - 7. 

 
 
When one these LEDs is highlighted, key 'K'  will toggle from one LED to the other, 
and the ticking of checkboxes option 2 and 7 will change correspondingly. 
 
 

 
 To preserve the toggle switch function of key 'K' , you will not change the row 1 in 
the  'Extended Keycontrol' window.  
 
When red LED is higlighted, you will send an 'Extended Keycontrol' message from a 
programmed key of your PC keyboard at any moment.  
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OTS : 
 
'OTS' (One-Touch-Setting) offers four specially programmed adjustments for every 
style. 
Select a style and press one of the One-Touch-Setting keys. OTS chooses all 
suitable right-hand, left-hand parts for voices and effects and you are ready to play 
them!  
Example: Playing style 'Bebop‘… instantly, on touch of a key, the piano is swapped 
for a trumpet, Sax or guitar etc.  
 

 
OTS A...D buttons are linked with Main A...D buttons. 
For instance, a click on OTS A automatically activates Main A, and vice versa. 
This, owing to the fact that styles creators are supposed to harmonise 
accompaniment orchestration (Main) and melodic instruments (OTS). 
 
1 – Use OTS : 

 
First of all, mark the checkbox to activate the function. 
The following options will be displayed : 
 

 
 
2 – Use original OTS (from Style)  : 
Yamaha created its own norm for OTS definitions in styles, which only work properly 
with a Yamaha keyboard. Yamaha styles contain their own norms of OTS definitions. 
To play such styles you need a Yamaha keyboard or Live-Styler. Hence, check this 
box! 
 
3 – Use Live-Styler OTS  : 
Yamaha OTS are incorporated into the styles. 
Live-Styler OTS  are external files, then they do not overwrite styles while saving 
them ! 
These file are associated with the styles by their names. 
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Example : If I create OTS for the style 'myBlues.sty ', they will be recorded in 
'myBlues.lts ',  in the same folder . 
 
Clicking this option let appear this new display : 
 

 
 
The 'Save OTS A...D ' buttons are used to create or modify OTS A...D. 
If Yamaha OTS manage the four instruments R1...R4, Live-Styler OTS will apply to 
all the 8 instruments R1...R8. 
But, it is easier to use a right mouse click on the Main button A...D corresponding to 
the OTS A...D you want to create. 
 
Example :  
Suppose 'myblues.sty' is loaded and has no OTS, the 4 OTS button are inactive. 
A right click on Main A will open this dialog window : 
 

 
and answering 'Ja' (Yes !),  OTS A will be automatically created and the OTS A 
button immediately available with all the current R1...R8 instruments. 
Changing the set of instruments in R1...R8, you will be able to create the other OTS 
in the same manner.  
NB : About a particular style, you are not obliged to use the four OTS. For example, if 
you intend to use only Main C, you may just create OTS C.  
 
4 – Auto OTS  : 
Automatically recognizes styles with OTS definitions and performs them, too. 
 
5 – Clear OTS before load a style : 
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This option clears the R1...R4 block before loading a new style. May be very useful 
when swapping from an OTS style to a style with no OTS. 
 
6 – Emulate OTS Megavoices  : 
Ticking this checkbox enables the nearest  translation in GM (General MIDI) mode of 
the Megavoices (MV!) and SuperArticulation (SA!) used in Tyros styles. 
These specific voices or instruments are not directly interpreted by Live-Styler and 
ignored by the YAMAHA SoftSynthesizer and then are normally silent.  
So, this option will avoid mute instruments when playing the styles with such 
features. 
 
NB: this translation concerns only the instrument and has no effect on the controls 
around (volume, reverberation, ...)  
 
 
InstEdit  : 
 

 
This buttons gives a direct access to the external module 'InstEdit'. 
For more details see the corresponding chapter  
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Settings 2 (B) : 
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Computer Setup : 
 

 
1 – Save program parameters when close : 
Check this box to save all your adjustments for future Live-Saver restarts and use. 
Then, it is advisable to keep this checkbox marked. 
 
2 – doubleclick on *.sty starts Accompaniment : 
Double clicking a chosen style (such as in Windows Explorer) automatically opens 
Live-Styler with this style loaded.  
 
3 – Do not use Creative DLL (compatibility) : 
Creative dll’s/ KVR dll’s don’t work with Live-Styler. So, check this box if you don’t 
use Creative dll compatibility.

1 – Velocity – (Fill automatic) 
 

 
When you play a note on your MIDI keyboard, a MIDI message is transmitted with 
the pitch of the note and its velocity, that is the force the note is played, and the 
emitted velocity value ranges from  0 to 127.  
In this option you may adjust a 'Velocity Value ' from 64 to 127 depending on the 
reactivity of your keyboard, your usual way to enter accompaniment ... 
If this checkbox is marked and if the velocity value from the notes played in the 
accompaniment zone is greater than the adjusted value, then Live-Styler generates 
an automatic FILL.

Accord Recognition   
 

 
 
1 – Singlefinger 
 
 If you want to play the accompaniment with 1 to 2 fingers, you‘ll need only 1 finger to 
play all 12 major chords and two fingers for playing 12 minor or seventh chords.  
 
Examples:  
For a G-minor chord: simultaneously press key G (and the next black key to its left) 
F-sharp!   
For a G7 chord: simultaneously press key G (and the next white key to its left) F !   
 
'Singlefinger' is the only mode permitting to launch the accompaniment from the 
virtual piano. 
 
NB : Except in Fingered Mode, 3 consecutive keys , such as C-C#-D, mute Bass 
and accompaniment melody. 
 
2 – Fingered Modus (with C/C accords) 
This mode applies to conventional chords. 
The following chords are recognized: 
 Maj6, Maj7, Maj7(#11), Maj(9), Maj7(9), Maj6(9), aug, min, min6, min7, min7b5,  
min(9), min7(9), min7(11), minMaj7, minMaj7(9), dim, dim7, 7, 7sus4, 7b5, 7(9),  
7(#11), 7(13), 7(b9), 7(b13), 7(#9), Maj7aug, 7aug, 1+8, 1+5, sus4, 1+2+5 
 
'C/C chords ' : this notation is related to 2 fingers chords (YAMAHA) as well as to 
chord inversion. 
- '2 fingers chords (YAMAHA) ' : If, for instance, you play in the accompaniment 
area  the 2 notes 'C' and 'G', the 'current chord' displayed on the dashboard will be 
G/C, meaning G chord with C bass.   
- 'chord inversion ' : Example with the C Major chord : 
C – E – G : C is in root position, the chord displayed will be 'C' 
E – G – C : first inversion, will display  'C/E'  (C chord bass E). 
G – C – E : second inversion, will display  'C/G'  (C chord bass G). 
B�  - C - E – G : will display 'C7/B� '   (C7 chord bass B� ) 
 
 
3 – Bass Chord 
The CASM definition accentuates the bass within the bass chords. For Yamaha 
users the lowest tone in the bass chord is usually the bass tone.   
With this option, the C/C notation is used.(Ex: C – E – G will display C/C) 
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4 – Simple Bass Mode (with C/C accords) 
This mode is for Yamaha users and allows determining the bass tone via two digit-
fingering.   
With this option, the C/C notation is used.(Ex: C – E – G will display C/C) 
 
5 – Accord Recognition delay 
This option allows you to delay the automatic chord recognition by steps of 10 
milliseconds.

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Output  Device Mode : 
 

 
This section deals with the output of accompaniement. 
 
1 – XG Mode : 
This mode conforms to norms of Yamaha devices and thus, secures utmost 
compatibility with Yamaha styles. Adjust the output to XG mode. 
 
2 – GM Mode : 
This mode conforms with General MIDI device norms. Most styles function in this 
mode.   
 
3 – GS Mode : 
This mode conforms to Roland devices and thus, secures utmost compatibility with 
Roland styles. 
 
4 – None Initializing  :

Stop accompaniment with a double quick strike : 

 
This function serves to turn off the accompaniment by twice, rapidly striking a key of 
the accompaniment area. Various keyboard manufacturers applying the same 
technique. The reaction time is individually adjustable. An unchecked box indicates 
that this function is turned off. 
 
1 – Save Tempo when close 
Checking this box saves the tempo setting  (after program exit)  for the next program 
start.

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InstEdit : (Organize your files) 
 
Use InstEdit is not compulsory. 
 
InstEdit does not alter sounds or samples! ... If you begin with Live-Styler, it is 
advisable to wait a little so to have some files and above all : an idea of your 
organization needs. 
InstEdit only puts your files in order . 
 
Styles, for instance, you certainly will have to manage a great number of files. Most 
are free and easily downloadable. 
In a first stage, you have put them in your Live-Styler 'Styles' folder, or best, in sub-
folders of this folder, even sub-sub-folders according to their origin (site of the 
download, ...), their hardware destination (YAMAHA, ROLAND, KORG ...), their 
genre (classical, jazz, dance, ...)... 
This first organisation level is a very good thing, avoiding to download the same 
styles twice or to mix everything.   
You also will have to hear the styles and sort them out. Throw away, immediately, 
those which are not complying with your needs or tastes or which are not functioning.  
 
At this level, you access to the files with the 'Load ' button of the Frontal. 
 
InstEdit gives access to the files through 'Databases ' as a second level of 
organisation for the raw data. 
But, for your favourite files  and above all, for those you have adjusted with special 
parameters (ex: Songbook presets) you will very much appreciate the facilities 
offered by the InstEdit buttons windows . 
 
 
Important : Close Live-Styler prior to editor start!  
InstEdit and Live-Styler cannot be open and run simultaneously, 
but you can have direct access to InstEdit from Live-Styler using the button 'InstEdit' 
in Settings (A). 
 
 
 

 
 
InstEdit version number  is displayed top-right of the start window.  
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Clicking icon "InstEdit.exe (Editor)" opens following window: 
 
 

 
 
This is the  'GM-Inst' window. 
You shouldn’t change anything, because here are single sound names left behind, 
which you can call up (on Live-Styler’s front side) with button 'Solo' from R1-R8. 
 
But, this a good example of how InsEdit works and of the manner you will use its 
buttons windows system.  
 
The upper level is the group with 20 buttons. 
The parameters of these buttons are saved in a .ns  file  (File name 1) 
 
In this 'GM-Inst' example, only 16 buttons are used, corresponding to the 16 
categories of instruments of the MIDI norm. 
 
A click  on one of this 16 buttons, example 'Piano', opens the following window with 
all the 8 GM instruments in the 'Piano' category.  
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Each group button opens a second level window with the first of 5 pages , each 
containing 20 element buttons. 
 
An element will be either an instrument, or a style, or a MIDI file, ... 
 
5 pages of  20 element  buttons = 100 element  buttons 
 
Thus, 20 group buttons x 100 element  buttons = 2000 element  buttons 
 
And you will access to any of this 2000 elements by only 2 or 3c licks . (1 click on 
the group button + 1 click on the element  button if in page 1 or if in another page 1 
click to choose the page) 
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Click an element button, opens a window where you can see the parameters of this 
button. 
 

 
 
In this example, you see the selection of the GM Acoustic Grand Piano, double click 
the instrument in the drop-down list updates automatically the parameter zones 
(Name1, 2, 3, Patch and Bank). 
 
In this window you can modify the parameters or, if it was a free button, create its 
adjustments.   
 
Types of files : 

 
Here, you will select the type of file you want to arrange : 
 
GM-Inst  : the only possible file is already adjusted in the Live-Styler delivery. 
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XG-Inst : will be used for any instrument definition files (.inst) , not only XG. 
Nevertheless, you will certainly prefer to use the LID windows authorizing a double 
selection (list and buttons) and the adjustments of effects. 
 
SF-Inst : will be used for Soundfonts. The instrument definition files (.inst) to be 
created will depend on the used soundfonts. 
 
After the instruments, the MIDI and audio files. As they come in large number, they 
benefit of a special button 'Multiple Selection' for automatic loads from Window 
Explorer and/or Databases. 
 
Styles  : You can download more than 100 000 styles, free ! 
Once downloaded in the Explorer folders, sub-folders ..., InstEdit offers the possibility  
to put these .sty  files in 'DataBases' and also to use the buttons windows. 
 
Songbook  : will be used for 'Presets' files (.pre  extension)  
These files concern the styles you have selected, adjusted to your needs (ex : 
registrations of styles, tempo, transposition, volume level and sound for right & left 
hand configuration....)...  
As all your adjustments have been saved, they are ready to be played again in the 
same conditions as when you created them. The buttons window are particularly 
adapted to recall this files, your files ! 
 
Midi : will be used for standard MIDI files (SMF)  
Here again, all depends on your personal use of this .mid files (number, frequent 
use, ...) 
NB : If you have marked the option '(A) a) 6 – Autostart MidiFile', when clicking the 
button the file will be loaded and played instantaneously. 
 
MP3 : will be used for .mp3 and .ogg  files. 
The organisation of these files, as well depends on your personal criterion. 
NB : a click on a button runs the MP3 Player if it is closed. 
 
SoloPresets  : will be used for 'Solo Presets'. 
This .pst  files are most used for R1...R8 instrumental configurations. 
 
VstPresets  : will be used for VST plugins. 
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InstEdit files  : 
 
After the type of file, for example 'Songbook', you have to select the file containing 
the elements to allocate to the buttons. 
Live-Styler will propose a default file  (Presets.my in this example) but you may 
choose a different file ('Open other Filename ') if existing or create a new one 
('Create other File name '). 
 

 
Group level : 
At this stage, a 'Groups' window is displayed. In this example, some buttons already  
exist. You can modify them or create new ones in ticking 'Change Text '. 
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Change Text  : you will use this option to name or rename the group buttons . 
When this option is ticked, a click on any group button will open a little window letting 
you enter or modify the name of the button.  
 

 
 

 
 
 
The names of the buttons are automatically saved in a .isf file for the instruments or 
.my file for MIDI or Audio (Filename 2). 
If this file does not already exist, Live-Styler will ask  if you agree to create it. 
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Change Buttons  : 
Once you have entitled one or several group buttons, you will tick the option 'Change 
Click the (just labelled) button of the main group and you’ll get to the 100 single sub-
group buttons 
 

 
 
Here you see the 100 still vacant sub-group buttons; five pages with each twenty 
buttons. 
 
Now you can affect the elements for each button. 
 
By default your are on Page 1, but you can choose another page.  It is also possible 
to rename the page button with a right click . This facility will let you see the pages 
already  used or free. 
 

 
Example : 
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A click on one of these element button will display a window permitting to allocate the 
element to this button. The window will be a little different whether it applies to 
instruments or to a MIDI / audio file, but the principle is the same. 
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Here is the window for instruments  : 
 

 
 
Name 1 and Name 2 is important for proper labelling. Name 3 becomes only visible 
with Solo Instruments R1 to R8, as for example: 
Name 1: Acous Name 2: Grand Name 3: Piano 
This button will also be labelled with Acous Grand. 
 

 
If you forget to 'Save' your selection, you will be asked : 
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Here is the window for Soundfonts  : 
 
Looking at (e.g.) soundfonts (Sf2) and selecting the first instrument, then the picture 
looks like that: 
 
 

 
 
 
Here too, the labelling procedure is about the same as already described. You’ll have 
few more fields to occupy, provided you know how your way with Creative Sf2 and 
their philosophy. Some information is provided after successful installation of Sb-
Live! or Audigy 4.

Here is the window for VSTpresets  : 
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Multifile selection  : 
 
'Multifile Selection' is for Styles, Songbook, MIDI and MP3. 
 

 
For these types of files, if you have ticked the option in the 'Groups' window, the 
'element' window will display 2  additional buttons letting select files from Windows 
Explorer or from Database. 
 

 
 
'Select Files for automatic input ' : 
It opens the Windows Explorer to let you choose the files you want to be 
automatically allocated to the buttons. 
Select all or some of it 10, 20 or up to max.100 data files… (as the group contains 2 x 
20 buttons !) 
If for instance you select 45 buttons, Live-Styler will use the 20 buttons of each page 
1 and 2, plus 5 buttons on page 3. 
 
'Select Files from Database ' : 
It opens the Database according to the type of file : Styles,  MIDI and MP3. 
Button "Select Files from Database" allows the same procedure, all selected files will 
be automatically distributed among the buttons.  . 
NB : it cannot be used for Songbook as there is no Songbook Database. 
 
  
NB : Manual allocation, button by button, is always possible. Just, do not use this 2 
buttons for automatic selection.  
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Data Bases :  
 
To improve/ extent the additional selection of styles, MIDI-files, MP3-files several 
more buttons to diverse data banks have been made available: 
 

 
 
Clicking one of these buttons opens the following window, (here, Midi-Database) 

 
Databases files  : 
Databases are .dbf files. 

 
 
Create Database  : 
Let you create as many Databases as you want. 
You just will have to name the file with a .dbf extension. 
If the file name already exist, the following window will be displayed : 
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OK will clear the Database. 
Thus, you certainly will click on 'Abbrechen' (Quit) and you will return in position to 
choose a new file name. 
 
 
Change Database File  : 
By default, Live-Styler use LS.dbf (for the Styles), Midi.dbf and MP3.dbf. 
Change Database File will let you access to the default Database and to those you 
have created.

You are asked for a confirmation. If you are sure, you will reply 'Ja' (Yes). 
 

Exit Database. 
 
 
Columns & rows  : 
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A click in a column header will sort  the data accordingly. 
 
Genre : this column is editable to change or complete the information and help you to 
select the elements. 
 
Rank : this column is editable for your liking. You will use one alphanumeric 
character to give you an idea of the styles quality, for example. 
 

 
 
Available Files  : 
Here you see the number of data in the data base.  
Nb : This information is not updated after a suppression of row elements. You will 
have to pack the table to have it updated. 
 
Search  : 
Help you search data alphabetically. The more you enter, the more precise; i.e. the 
smaller the search result and visa versa.  
 
Index : 

 
No Index  : with this option the elements remains in the order they were loaded.  
 
Create All Index  : for each columns of the window. 
 
Pack Table  : physical suppression of deleted elements. Useful for updating the 
'Available Files' information.
